When adjusting height or moving system, keep hands and fingers away from moving
parts.
Do not allow children to move or adjust system.
During play, do not wear jewelry (rings,watches, necklaces, etc.). Objects may
entangle in net.
Check pole system for signs of corrosion (rust, pitting, chipping) and repaint with
exterior enamel paint. If rust has penetrated through the steel anywhere, replace pole
immediately.

HEIGHT ADJUSTMENT
The rim height adjustment can be from 2.30m to 3.05m.
Rotate the crank handle L to adjust the rim height
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ASSEMBLE STEP

Step 1

Fix the rim AA on front of backboard CC by bolts A1, A2, A3 as shown. You need take apart the 2pcs
rim springs before this step, and put it back after the rim is fixed on backboard.
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Step 2 =

Fix the lower bracket M and upper bracket K
on the back of backboard CC as shown.
Please make sure the direction of bracket M
and upper bracket K should be assembled
same as below picture, otherwise you
couldn’t continue next steps.




Step 3
Fix the other ends of lower bracket M and upper bracket K on mounting frame H by bolts A1,

A2, A3 as shown. Make sure the up and down direction of mounting frame H is same as
below picture.

Step 4
a.Fix the top end of adjustment mechanism J on upper bracket K by bolt E1, E2,
E3 as shown.

b.Fix the 4pcs braces F1, F2, G1, —

G2 on the bottom of adjustment | T ' R i ™
mechanism J by bolts D1, D2,D3, |

D4 as shown.
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Step 5

a.Install the crank handle L at the axle bottom of adjustment mechanism J as shown.
b.Fix the other ends of the 4pcs braces F1,F2,G1,G2 on mounting frame H refer to
following pictures and photos.
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Step 6

Mark 6 position on the wall that you are going to install the whole

backboard system according to the holes on mounting bracket H.
Then drill holes for the 6pcs plug bolts |. Fix the whole assembled
backboard on the wall firmly.




Step 7.
Assemble net P on rim AA as shown.
